LECTIONARY for the eighth Sunday
after the Epiphany, Year C:

Exodus 34:29-35
Psalm 99

2 Corinthians 3:12-4:2
Luke 9:28-36, (37-43a)

On this final Sunday after the day of
Epiphany we focus our attention on
the Transfiguration of the Lord. We
often speak of the first and last Sun-
days of Epiphany as being two
“bookends” of the liturgical season,
for in both the baptism of Christ and
His transfiguration we hear the voice
of the Heavenly Father identifying
Jesus as His Beloved Son. Throughout
this season, weve reflected on the
Person, work, and glorious acts of
Christ—the Word made flesh who
dwelt among us that we might behold
His glory, glory as of the only Begot-
ten of the Father, full of grace and
truth. And we’ve been especially
watchful for “a-ha moments,” when
God manifests His glory and reveals
something to us of His purposes for us
and the world He created by His
Word.

As Jesus was nearing the conclusion
of His earthly ministry, He took the
disciples Peter, James, and John with
Him to the top of a tall mountain to
pray. There, Luke records, He was
joined by Elijah and Moses, who
spoke at length with Him of His de-
parture—the word in Greek is, signifi-
cantly, exodus—which He was about
to accomplish. He was transfigured
before them: His clothes became dazz-
lingly white and (as Matthew adds)
His face shown like the sun. In this
event, the disciples were allowed to
see the divine glory of the Son of God
in its transcendent reality.

In this year C, the lectionary invites us
to consider a parallel narrative along-
side Luke’s account of the Transfig-
uration. In Exodus, we read of Moses’
return from Mount Sinai with the two
tablets of the covenant to the camp of
the children of Israel. His face shown,
we read, “because he had been talk-
ing with God.” And they were fright-

ened. In Paul’s second letter to the
Corinthian church, as he discusses the
New Covenant, he writes that all we
who are Christ’s are letters written by
Him, not on tablets of stone but on the
tablets of our hearts (3:3). And Paul
ends the passage with this “bold” and
“hopeful” (3:12) statement:

“But we all, with unveiled face, be-
holding as in a mirror the glory of the
Lord, are being transformed into the
same image from glory to glory, just
as from the Lord, the Spirit” (3:18).
What a wonderful and blessed conclu-
sion to this season of epiphanies!

This antiphonal rendering of the Ni-
cene Creed is written for two readers
or groups within the congregation,
designated by the lines printed in reg-
ular and italic fonts, and the whole
congregation (designated by bold

font).

The Nicene Creed was originally
drafted and adopted by the First
Council of Nicea in 325 A.D. to affirm
the essential, eternal divinity of
Christ. Theologians use the term ho-
moousios to describe and explain the
“consubstantial” nature of the Father
and the Son: the Greek word means of
the same being or essence. The creed
was amended by the First Council of
Constantinople in 381 to include,
mainly, additions and clarifications
about the divinity and work of the
third Person of the Trinity, the Holy
Spirit. This is the statement of faith we
now know as the Nicene Creed, and
which declares the essential tenets of
the doctrine of the Trinity.
